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A PhD-thesis of the Faculty of Science of the University of Bern can be submitted in the form of a monograph or as a collection of manuscripts which may all or in part already be published. In the latter case the candidate can be the first author or co-author.

PhD-theses are independently judged by the supervisor of the work and an external referee. Please note the following:

· The judgement of the external referee should include applicable criteria from the following list.


· The judgement should also be summarized by a mark in the range of 1-6 (see definition below) for the general scientific quality of the work.

	 1. Is the scientific problem well-defined and clearly formulated?

	 2. Are data and interpretation clearly separated?

	 3. Is the thesis acceptable with regard to grammar and syntax?

	 4. Are the illustrations acceptable?

	 5. Are the derivations and proofs well-structured and understandable?
